Be kind, maintain eye contact, show positive body language and sit at the student’s level.

Allow the student to drink water and use the restroom if needed in between /before/after the assessment.

Fill in the details on the cover page of the question booklet and student response sheet with a blue or black ballpoint pen completely in capital
letters (do not use a gel pen).
